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The design and implementation
of a new Programme for Euro-
pean development and cohesion
is a great challenge, an adven-
ture. It provide an opportunity
to build on successful collabora-
tion and good practice, a chance
to provide further added value
by doing things better and to
make a lasting difference to the
territory which it benefits.

Characterized by different cul-
tures and very different organ-
izational systems, a European
Territorial  Cooperation Pro-
gramme spanning several Mem-
ber States makes this challenge
even more demanding. It re-
quires effective communication,
joint working and strong man-
agement. It needs to address
common problems by providing
common  solutions  thereby

benefiting the people in the
regions and the territory.

For those who respond to this
challenge every day, it is neces-
sary to put this principle of ef-
fective co-operation into prac-
tice by building common work-
ing tools and respecting the
principle of consensus.

The Atlantic Area has a back-
ground of great similarities and
strong contrasts. The strategy
defined for the Programme is
deliberately marked by the am-
bition to make a qualitative leap
in cooperation, fostering eco-
nomic diversification, enhance
the many facets of maritime
heritage, and to strengthen syn-
ergies between cities and re-
gions, through a greater mobili-
zation in terms of cooperation
and achievement of tangible

results for the benefit of the
area.

The early part of the Programme
provides the opportunity to sow
the seeds of this co-operation.
The new Managing Authority,
supported by the Joint Technical
Secretariat in collaboration with
the other authorities, the Mem-
ber States, the National Corre-
spondents and the Regions have
worked to provide the Pro-
gramme with the working tools
to deliver the programme, to
create the climate for co-
operation at the project level
and to enable the accomplish-
ment of the expected results .

1st Call for Projects - 24 projects approved

The Atlantic Area Transnational
Cooperation Programme 2007-
2013 launched its first Call for
Projects between March 17th
and June 27th 2008.

Within this first call for pro-
posal, 68 applications were re-
ceived, from the 5 Members
States participating on the At-
lantic Area Programme. The
applications were submitted
across all priorities defined
within this Programme, focused
on Innovation, Environment,
Accessibility and Sustainable
Urban Development.

These applications consisted of

(10 projects), United Kingdom (8
projects) and Ireland (5 projects).

The Monitoring Committee, com-
posed by the national and re-
gional authorities of the five
Member States of the Pro-
gramme, to consider all the ap-
plications was held on 4" and 5th
November in Belfast, Northern
Ireland.

Following a thorough analysis,
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the Monitoring Committee ap-
proved 24 projects: 8 in Priority
1; 8 in Priority 2; 3 in Priority 3;
and 5 projects in Priority 4.

The total amount of ERDF for
these 24 projects is €39.5m,
distributed as set out in the ta-
ble below.
